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Care Ministries Scholarship Terms and Conditions


All Care Ministries Scholarship recipients make the following commitments by receiving a seminary tuition scholarship:

To lead their congregation in benevolence or community ministry to those in need in their context, and to track and report to the Seminary Director of Ministerial Development and Care Ministries, by the end of the scholarship semester, the estimated dollar value of services-in-kind rendered to the poor.

To keep a journal of Care Ministry involvement each semester while receiving this scholarship and complete an assessment form at the end of the semester and turn into the Ministerial Development Office.
Or
Do a 1 hour Care Ministries Internship each year that you receive this scholarship.

To register for and complete the Seminary “Community Service Chaplaincy (CO761)” course or the “Wesleyan-Pentecostal Ethics and Community Development (LC704)” course.

To develop and maintain a community care program in the congregation/ministry setting in which you serve for two years after graduation.

Maintain part time (6 hours per semester) status and maintain a minimum GPA of 2.0. Must have no more than one (1) “I” or “F” from the previous semester and have completed at least 75% of attempted classes, cumulatively.

6.  Must be taking 12-18 hours per year, including J-terms.

I understand that my Care Ministry Scholarship is contingent on my compliance with the above stated criteria.
